Comparison of current recording status with Sussex Plant Atlas

The map below shows how we are doing compared to the recording done for the Sussex Plant Atlas (SPA). As we don't know the exact number of records per tetrad in the SPA data the following data is based on the categories used in the SPA:

For each tetrad the category corresponding to the SPA data and our current recording status are compared and the tetrads where the SPA had more records are plotted as different coloured dots on the map with dot colour indicating roughly how many more records they had. 

In the map key NF means New Flora. For example the orange dots labelled SPA - NF = 2 means that in all the orange tetrads the record number category for the SPA recording was 2 higher than our current recording status. Grey dots show where the no. of species is roughly equal and blank tetrads are those where we have more records. 
Put simply the places where they had a lot more records than us and which are therefore worth more recording (even if the number of current records is fairly high) are shown by the red and ornage dots. Therefore the main tetrads which need to be targeted for more recording are:

1. Those with under 250 records (blue, green or purple dots on the web site map)

2. Those where our recording level is below that in the SPA (yellow, and especially orange or red dots on the map below).
IMPORTANT NOTE: This map will not be updated as often as the records map on the "New Flora of Sussex" page on the web site so the results of increased recording may take some time to appear on this map.
